opinion in approval or rejection, being a democratic method,
which often allows people to be involved in governance and to
express popular will, to face of the ruling authorities in the State ,
because it puts the people all matters pertaining to governance in
the State where the people exercise their right in Referendum
which is set forth in the Constitution,in effective and realisticn
